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Options that are available for Print Shop Manager

The price at the end of the option is the price for the option and the yearly support fee.

To see these options you will need to link into a computer here.  

I cannot send out a “demo” version of them.  

I can show you the options in action and show about how they are integrated into Print Shop manager
1) Large Format.     $595.00 / $55.00

a. Adds a template and pricing tables exclusively for Large Format.  

b. Adds routines for defining and pricing roll fed stock used on the LF printers.  

c. It also modifies the way the Cut Map tool calculates how many images can be placed on a piece of roll stock given a specific width.

d. This option takes into account the leading and trailing stock waste when calculating the price of the stock used by the job.  

e. A near future update will integrate Laminating and Mounting into the Large Format Template.  Since they are usually an integral part of the LF job, these two functions will be an integral part of the Template.


2) Mail Option.  We have totally integrated the Mail Center Manager program into the Print Shop Manager program.    $2,800.00 / $405.00
Some of the functions this brings with it are:

a. A new template, pricing tables and pricing options exclusively used in the mailing industry.

b. When you use this template to price the folding, stuffing, addressing, etc of a job you have probably printed, it produces a separated item on the quote for mailing.  It also produces a separate work order page when you print work orders.

c. Postage Accounting is held separated from AR Accounting.  This allows you to collect and disperse postage money without it ever showing in sales.  Postage money can be received, posted to a customer’s account and later used for one or more mailings.  The program keeps track of the balance in the postage account separate from the AR account.  Postage Accounting has its own reports to keep you up to date on the status of moneys owed or moneys left in each customers postage account.

d. There is also a link between Postage and AR so that if you receive one check for the total of postage and the services performed, you can apply the full amount into postage or AR and then transfer the balance to the other system.  This prints a paper trail of moneys move from Postage to AR and back as well as keeping an internal record of the amounts kept and used by the two systems.


3) Purchase Order.  We have developed a Purchase Order that uses the order number plus the item number for the PO number.   $300.00 / $0.00


4) Combine Invoices from several locations or departments into one combined invoice to have them paid by one source.     $500.00 / $50.00         

a. This is a standalone tool as it is not built into PSM but is run outside of PSM.

b. You open this tool into a small menu that shows in the upper left hand corner of the screen.

c. In this tool you can select customers, from your list of customers in PSM, who are all billed through a single billing address or corporate office.  You can then create a Group that is associated with this billing address or corporate office.

d. This tool allows you to mark invoices for customers who are part of the group to be combined into a Combined Invoice which is sent to a corporate office or billing address for payment.  The combined invoice receives a special invoice number.

e. If you need to see what is in the combined invoice, this tool will display all the invoices in any of the combined invoices of any of the groups you have defined.

f. When you receive the payment for the combined invoices you will use this tool to pay all or part of the invoices on the combined invoice.  You will have the option to select all or some of the invoices to pay.

g. If you use the regular PSM program to look up these invoices which have been paid as a group these invoices will show a zero balance. 
5) Scan Orders.        $150.00 / $0.00

a. This option is primarily for the production floor.  

b. This will print a barcode on the bottom of a work order and will setup a scanner to read that barcode.  

c. When the barcode is scanned it will open the order in quick view and recall the item scanned to the work area.


6) Scanner Test.  This will test your current scanner to see if it is compatible with the Scanner processing code.  $0.00


7) Multiple Concurrent Users.  Varies  $250/EO down   $350/AR down

a. You can have the program recognize several concurrent users.  

b. From experience though I do not recommend over 10 unless you have a very stable, very quick server.

8) Work Order Tracking.      $1,400.00 / $155.00

a. This option is setup to allow you to scan or move a job through production and track its progress.  

b. It must be setup to define what a scan means.  

c. A job can be moved into and or out of a department or a process within a department.  

d. You must predefine each scanner as per its purpose.  

e. Each scanner is defined to mean action in only one process or department.  

f. There is one definition which can be assigned to one or more scanners called roaming.  

i. A roaming scanner uses preprinted barcodes to indicate what the scan will mean.  

ii. The various barcodes can mean in or out of any process or department for any job scanned.

g. Tracking reports and tracking forms will show the location of any job in the WIP.


9) Work order Scheduling.     $2,200.00 / $250.00

a. This option attempts to create a schedule for each job in the WIP.  

b. It requires you to indicate the throughput of every process or option you have in pre-press, printing and post-press.  

c. Using the throughput numbers the scheduling option will show you upcoming bottlenecks in the processes, when a job should reach a process and when it should leave the process.  

d. The schedule can be manually modified to reflect unforeseen circumstances.


10) Screen Printing.  There is a Screen Printing template which is very simplistic but can be used for that purpose.   $call


11) Canadian Version.     $0.00

a. This deals with a Federal as well as a Local sales tax.  

b. Since this version was released the tax laws have changed in Canada and this version is not longer needed.

c. If the laws in Canada change back or if the USA starts a Federal Tax, this option is available.


12) We have developed several custom quotes and invoices.  One of the custom quotes will send the quotes directly to an RTF with a boiler plate page full of terms and conditions attached to it.  If you have a need here it’s available.       $200.00 call
        

13) Import data from the Minute Man Press Focus database into Print Shop Manager.     $500.00
